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Cardiac Myxoma is the most common primary cardiac tumor. The surgical management is very challenging and a Long term follow-up after complete excision of atrial myxomas is required. A safety margin of surrounding atrial tissue showing no recurrences, new arrhythmias, or septal leakage despite preoperative divergent clinical and pathological features. Median sternotomy remains the most common surgical approach for myxoma excision. However, the minimally invasive approach appears to be emerging, especially in developed countries.  This is a fascinating article of clinical importance.
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
