	No. As a review manuscript, a considerable number of references is expected, at least above 20. However, only 10 references were provided, with the most recent one being from 2022. The authors need to include the methodology they used for collecting documents, including explicitly stated inclusion and exclusion criteria.
Some references are missed in the reference section. They are highlighted in the text.

I noticed that many references were mentioned in the text but are not in the references section. The authors need to review them. I haven't checked all the references, but those highlighted in yellow in the revised text are not listed in the references section.

Since the authors did not include a methodology on how they arrived at the articles, I'd like to take this opportunity to recommend some documents that could be included in the references:
