· Slight repetition of ideas across principles.
· Some subsections (e.g., democratic philosophy) repeat content from previous chapters.

· Numbering inconsistencies (4.3.4 appears twice).
· Some content overlaps between “Functions” vs “Roles.”
CHAPTER FIVE: Extension Methods and Approaches
· Repetition of some content from Chapter 2.
· Some criteria (5.4.x) are too detailed.
CHAPTER SIX: Extension & Rural Development
· Some sections too short (case studies should be expanded).
· Very text-heavy.
CHAPTER SEVEN: E-Extension
· Some sections repeat earlier ICT-based content.
