	Major Scientific Issues:
1. Outdated Diagnostic Landscape
The manuscript does not adequately cover:
· Xpert MTB/RIF Ultra
· Truenat (WHO-endorsed)
· Whole-genome sequencing for resistance profiling
· Loop-mediated isothermal amplification (LAMP)
· TB-LAM antigen tests in HIV patients
2. Therapeutic Advances Missing
No discussion of:
· Bedaquiline
· Delamanid
· Pretomanid
· Short-course MDR regimens
· WHO 2022/2023 guidelines
3. Terminology Errors
· “TB viruses” (incorrect; TB is bacterial).
· “Antiretroviral drugs” mentioned in MDR-TB context (incorrect unless referring to HIV coinfection).
· Several biological inaccuracies in phrasing.
