Though telemedicine is emerging, a child with ID need to be diagnosed and categorised for which IQ test, Biochemical evaluation for inborn errors of metabolism along with MRI is required which is failed to explain in the main manuscript. Rather than genetic disorder due to consanguineous marriage more predisposition related articles are available. So timely updation of information is recommended.
