	Author’s Feedback

	•
The manuscript addresses an important topic concerning the antimicrobial potential of Persea americana seed and pulp essential oils and provides useful preliminary findings. However, the overall quality of the manuscript can be significantly improved before it is considered for publication.  

•
The study design is acceptable, but several sections require refinement. 

•
The literature review is somewhat outdated and lacks recent references, particularly within the last 5–10 years. Incorporating current studies would strengthen the scientific context and relevance. 

•
The methodology section needs clearer descriptions, especially regarding extraction efficiency, standardization of concentrations, and reproducibility of experiments.  The results section, although informative, would benefit from better organization and clearer data presentation, including consistent formatting of tables, proper labeling, and inclusion of statistical significance indicators where necessary. Additionally, graphical representation (charts/figures) could enhance clarity.  

•
The discussion section is comparatively weak and requires substantial improvement. It should more effectively correlate the findings with previously published studies and provide deeper scientific interpretation rather than simple restatement of results. The mechanisms underlying antimicrobial activity should be elaborated with supporting references. 

•
Importantly, the manuscript lacks a clear statement of limitations, such as absence of MIC/MBC determination, lack of compound isolation, and limited spectrum of tested organisms. Addressing these limitations would improve transparency. 

•
The language and grammar need moderate revision, as there are several typographical and sentence structure issues that affect readability. Professional language editing is recommended.  

•
Overall, the manuscript shows potential but requires moderate revision focusing on clarity, updated literature, stronger discussion, and methodological detailing before it can be accepted.
