The symptoms of depression and eating disorders discussed in sections 5 and 6 are frequently exacerbated by insomnia. Would strongly advise you to include a separate section about how teens' sleep patterns are impacted by misleading information and how this can result in other mental health issues. Additionally, the technique portion in portion 2 is far too brief. Please include a summary table of the key research used, including the study methodology, sample size, and key findings, to make it more rigorous academically.

Request that provide a summary table of the principal studies upon which they relied, including information on the study design, sample size, and main findings. Even for a narrative review, a flowchart showing how the literature was chosen would make the paper much more credible in an academic sense.

The authors correctly point out in the limitations section that their review is mostly based on data from high-income countries like the US, UK, Australia, and Norway. They say in passing that low- and middle-income countries don't have protective factors like strong digital health literacy education.

To make the paper more important, tell the authors to talk more about these global differences in the main text. Adding literature or commentary on how these dynamics work in places where digital access is growing quickly but there aren't many rules (like the Middle East or North Africa) would give a much more balanced view of the world.

The clinical recommendations could be improved by including a concise, practical example of how a clinician might employ motivational interviewing techniques to gently confront an adolescent's erroneous beliefs during a routine consultation.
