1. Regarding Cissus quadrangularis L. the text is haphazardly arranged. Descriptions about the plant, origin, medicinal uses, and placed repeatedly in different paragraphs. Arrange properly in order.
2. The citations are long seems like paragraphs copied from single manuscript. Keep short sentences from one.
3. Furthermore, reviews and studies on the insecticidal property of Cissus quadrangularis should be done. 
4. Besides the author is more inclined to medicinal properties rather than the insecticidal properties. Going through the paper feels as more focused on the therapeutic uses. 
5. Not in order. 
6. Better if we describe one botanical completely, then switching to another botanical would be better rather than writing the same topic repeatedly.
7. The topic and content is excellent but there should be revision and rearrangement of the content. 
8. References should follow a standard style as recommended for the journal.
