	The paper addresses a fundamental limitation in lighting science: the absence of a standardised, physically rigorous method for converting photometric quantities (lumens, lux) into photon-based metrics . Further this study proposes a unified photon-based exposure metric for evaluating outdoor trespass lighting. By integrating corneal illuminance, pupil geometry, and lumen-to-photon conversion, the Ocular Photon Exposure (OPE) metric provides a biologically meaningful estimate of photon flux entering the human eye.
