	Author’s Feedback

	The term “atypical features” appears to be overstated, as the manuscript describes a rather typical presentation of urethral mucosal prolapse. In its current form, this makes the title somewhat misleading.
This manuscript presents an interesting case report supported by a narrative review of the literature. However, the “atypical features” emphasized in the title are not clearly defined in the text, which reduces the  impact of the report. In addition, although the topic is clinically relevant, the literature review is not presented in a methodologically structured way, and the manuscript offers limited new clinical insight beyond the case itself.

Overall, I believe the manuscript has value, but it would benefit from revision before it can be reconsidered.
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
